 The Public Health sector has been sold to the merchants of human pain. High unemployment like a carcinoma, rots the brains and the bodies of our youth, while we unstoppably import poor and unskilled foreigner workers because some profit out of their misery and exploitation while at the same time many desperate Greek citizens immigrate abroad to find better jobs leaving this country full of illegal aliens. The countryside has been depopulated, the fields remain dry from seeding and hands to work in them.  The factories and the manufacturing plants close in order to move to other Balkan countries (which however export their “unnecessary labor hands” to us). The Greek people are forced to do all kinds of jobs just to feed their families!  Our commercial fleet, the bigger on this planet, which used to provide jobs to tens of thousands Greek sailors and helped stabilize our economy, today it sails under foreign flags in the distant seas, manned with foreign crews. 

The traditional commerce, unprotected from the Eastern black market and smuggling is vanishing. Absence of national conscience in the financially powerful elite.

The epoch of the big benefactors expired a long time ago, since the financially powerful of our homeland are no longer interested in investing in our country, in the arts and culture but instead seek ways of channeling their money abroad, away from their homeland. Occasionally they make some contributions as sponsors but their true motives aim at obtaining tax alleviations and have nothing to do with their non-existing patriotism. 

Since most of the powerful elite is involved in the construction of public works where bribing and racketeering are the key rules of the game, they choose to hire unskilled immigrants instead of hiring Greek citizens who live in total despair. That leads to exporting more public money abroad and as a consequence, the country’s economy weakens.

Poorly made constructions, criminal indifference and improvisations! The nation that once built Parthenons now is unable to construct a public road without ditches and potholes.  

The destruction of environment! 

The deified and glorified Greek nature, source of life and tourism growth is constantly under threat. Its total destruction is a matter of time since it has been carefully planned and orchestrated. Forests are being burned, rivers, lakes and the sea are polluted, shores are cemented even the glorious and holly Olympus Mountain some think of turning it into a quarry! Madness everywhere, an insatiable voracity, an organized absurdity that no one is willing to stop.

 Absence of national strategy! 

Absurdity is the key ingredient when it comes to national matters. The obvious exploitation of our natural wealth (oil, natural gas etc.) crashes into in the threats of Turkey, a country of military and multinational traits, so the prosperity of our country and our citizenry is permanently suspended. The existing political leadership of our homeland to us behaves as tributary in the orders of the new pashas while it leaves unprotected the democracy of Cyprus in serious political matters (eg.  The same applies to Albania, a country whose interest is a strong alliance with Greece based on mutual respect. However, we have allowed Albania to roar and lay claims instead of making it realize that its prosperity depends heavily on a good bipartite relationship. 

The Greek ethnic minorities are unprotected! 

And while the existing political leadership shows completely incompetent to make our country a financial and military power in the area, respected by both our friends and enemies, we have abandoned our national minorities in the Balkans and in Turkey and allow them not only to be persecuted but also to be used as propaganda instruments by our enemies. On the contrary, inside our very own borders, every possible effort is being made to make Turkish the citizens of the Muslim Greek community. A population that we know historically when and under what circumstances it became Muslim. However, our  short sighted and history illiterate rulers affix orthodoxy as the fundamental element of national identity leaving paedia (education) and identity consciousness aside. According to their definition of ethnic minority, the Bulgarians, the Russians and the Serbs are Greeks simply because they are Greek orthodox…… 

The dissolution of our National Defence! 

The doctrine "we do not grant a single span of our territory " was abandoned after the island Imia incident. Our blue seas have turned grey and the freedom struggles of our forefathers are betrayed easily and comfortably.
